Oops, that's right, there is no written legislation.  Our lawmakers are debating a mere summary of what the legislation may or may not (emphasis on the not) actually look like.  The 262 page Baucus proposal for health care reform is a "Vapor Bill."  A Vapor Bill is a bill which goes through the normal legislative process, yet does not contain any legislative language. The Baucus proposal is merely a summary of the proposed legislation.  It contains no legislative language.  A Senator voting on a Vapor Bill would be like a student attempting to write a book report on Huckleberry Finn, but instead of reading the book, reading the summary on the back cover instead.  You can't write a book report based on a summary and you can't vote for a bill based on a description.  But that is exactly what lawmakers intend to do.
